3. MATTERS OUTSTANDING
          i) Lunc 102 Path - The work on this path is ongoing and hoped the path would 
 be reopened on its new line by the end of October 2024. Item Closed
          ii) Community Wardens - Members present reported Wardens have been seen 
walking around the school by torchlight.  It was noted have also been on 
patrol in Westfield recently.  Item Closed.
iii) Bus Shelters - GB reported still no firm date has been received as to when  both shelters will be erected.  Question was asked if any lighting might be installed to assist crossing the A9.  Action:  IJ 
iv) Railway Bridge repairs:  No update.  Repairs move up and down a list depending on severity of the repair. It was noted difficulty crossing the road at the Railway Bridge due to site lines.  Action:  CMcL
v) Mud on road to Hatton -  CMcL advised this was an unadopted road, however Council repair pot holes indicating it is an adopted road.  No mud on the road at present due to dry weather, more like sand.  Action:  IJ will provide CMcL with an update.
vi) Luncarty War Memorial - Councillor Chris Ahern, Veterans Champion is looking into this.

vi)  GB reported the Children’s play area in Langlands Park is to be moved in October to another area.  Mention was made of stagnant water in the area where the play park is being relocated.

COMMUNITY POLICE UPDATE
 

         No Police presence or update.  GD advised he had contacted the Community     

         Police Officers who had advised him they have a date in the diary to check the     

         speed of traffic going up the hill towards Bertha Park.  
5. BAM 
New bridge seems to have met in the middle as it was noted a large van was parked on it earlier today.  Work appears to be going well with the opening scheduled for Spring 2025.
6. BERTHA PARK 
            The Bertha Park Residents Committee AGM recently took place and a full committee is now in place.  Rachel Gibson, new contact for Taylor & Martin (new factor) advised they are withholding payment for July and August due to the poor quality of the work experience from Nurture, the landscape company. Taylor & Martin indicated that they will be putting the contract out to tender in the near future and will liaise with the Residents Group.  More bins have been installed around the SUDS pond. A new notice board has been installed in the West Village.  Thanks extended to Perth & Kinross Council Community Payback Team for making it and also to Springfield who installed it.  Two applications have been applied for via CIF for a Fun Day in August 2025 – similar to the one held in August 2024 which SSE Networks paid for.  An application has also been made for funds from the Bertha Park Developers Fund to hopefully assist with Santa’s Grotto which is part of the scheduled Christmas Fayre in Berth Park. Community Council to respond to an email received from Perth & Kinross Council in relation to the Developers Fund.  
          The results from the recent traffic survey have been received for Geddes 
          indicating no further action is required at this time.
Mention made of the school children at Bertha Park looking into people’s homes at lunchtime.  It was noted some equipment in the play park has been broken and will not be replaced and if so, it is likely the residents will asked to pay it. The School Headmaster regularly brings up at Morning Assembly the school mantra of being good neighbours and to behalf themselves if visiting the park.    It is thought it is 1st and 2nd year pupils who are bused into school.
7. ROADS

GB advised he has not received a response from John Swinney in regards to providing a bridge over the A9 near the Redgorton/Denmarkfield bus stops. It was suggested he chase up.  
Footpath at where Jennie’s Pond was discussed and it was noted in certain places a litter pick is done prior to grass cutting which helps stop bits of plastic being cut up and flying in the air.  A major road junction grass is cut twice a year, minor roads once yearly; with everything else every other year.

A change in parking legislation comes into force on 6 October 2024 meaning it will be illegal to park on pavements.  Isla Road, Luncary will be monitored and if drivers fail to stop parking on the pavement it is the Council intention to install lines on the road.
