1.      APOLOGIES

MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

3. MATTERS OUTSTANDING
i) Westfield Traffic – No update.  Action:  Carried forward.  

ii) Lunc 102 Path – Short discussion regarding state of temporary diversion in certain areas of the path is worse than others.  It should be noted this is a temporary measure and likely to remain like this until the whole job is completed in Spring 2025.    Action:  Carried forward.
iii) Member of public confirmed Community Wardens continue to drive up to the school in the evenings and reiterated they do not get out of their car or van, or walk around the perimeter of the building. Have a smoke and then leave. It was noted the Community Wardens who patrol Bertha Park do not get out of their cars either.   Action:  EC to contact IJ for an update.

5. BERTHA PARK 
Short discussion relating to buses at Bertha Park.  EC advised Service 34 will operate via Bertha Park on a Sunday. She will search for details previously issued by Perth & Kinross Council regarding implementation of a community bus and forward to DW/GD for the attention of Bertha Park Residents Association.

ROADS

Member of public expressed his thanks for ensuring the installation of green cats eyes showing clearly where to leave the A9 onto the slip road.

Whilst it has been confirmed some ago a bus shelter would not be erected on the southbound A9 at Denmarkfield.  It would need to be a four sided bus shelter.  It may be worthwhile asking again.  Action:  GB 

Discussion regarding asking again for a bridge over the A9 as work is still ongoing for a CTRL bridge to cross the A9 at Denmarkfield safely to access the bus stops.  EC will search for the original documentation and forward to GB.

Road resurfacing between Battleby Farm entrance to beyond Redgorton Crossroads will commence on 3 July 2024 – the road will be closed, it was thought between the hours of 09:00 – 15:30.  


Drain on Westfield (the shop end odd side of street) is blocked and requires to be reported.

It was noted on the Fife Coastal paths they used a light “Z” trestle beam which made the structure stronger.

LUNCARTY & REDGORTON IN BLOOM


IM provided an update and confirmed as their flower order had been submitted prior to receiving a letter from Perth & Kinross Council advising the funding was to be cut.  Perth & Kinross Council are to honor the expense this year however no mention of how much money can be spend next financial year.  Plants have arrived and ready to be out into the containers which have been emptied.  


Plans are underway regarding the Christmas time.  It is possible two fund raisers one for the tree and the other for street lighting.  Street lighting is expensive and so is entertainment.
