1.      APOLOGIES

MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
 
The Minutes of the meeting held on 27 February 2024 were approved, proposed by Moira Hutchison and seconded by Iain Matheson.
3. MATTERS OUTSTANDING
i) The speed traffic is traveling at up Westfield from Marshall Way to Isla Road is still a bit of an issue – it appears a small white van could be speeding.  A pop up Policeman is in the village and will likely move around the village in time.  Action: Carry Forward.
ii) Lunc 102 Path – It was noted this is not the actual Lunc 102 path – the path is the cycling/walking path to Perth which has been temporary diverted due to the ongoing bridge building works.  Complaints have been received relating to the muddiness of the path.  The weather has been particularly wet of late and it is anticipate this will be an ongoing issue until the overall work is complete in Spring 2025.    Action:  Carry Forward - GB

COMMUNITY POLICE UPDATE
 

No representation and no update received from Police Scotland.  

Member of public noted a BBC TV News item mentioned in England they plan to erect Automatic Number Plate Recognition (ANPR) cameras within the 20 mph areas around schools to see who is entering the restricted areas.
The parking in and around the school exclusion area is becoming worse again when dropping off and picking up children from the school.
5. BAM NUTTAL

Innes Mackintosh, Stakeholder and Communications Manager and Derek Walsh (Project Manager BAM UK&I) attended the meeting providing a short overview of how the bridge building is going, showing a short video.  Many  Community Projects have been undertaken within Luncarty and Redgorton and the wider area.  They have arranged an Open Day for Thursday 11 April 2024 from 09:30 – 16:30– booking recommended. 
6. BERTHA PARK 

Bertha Park Residents Group, and members of the community met with John Swinney, MSP plus representatives from Perth & Kinross Council regarding the proposed Stagecoach new bus timetable due to be implement for Bertha Park.  Very difficult for people to get to work when the first bus departs from Bertha Park at 09:30 am heading to Mill Street.  


Discussions between Scottish Government, Perth & Kinross Council ensured the consultation process was extended slightly although the new bus changes will come into force on 13 May 2024.  

The first bus departing from Mill Street to Bertha Park is 09:55. The last bus of the day from Mill Street to Bertha Park will be 16:55. Not ideal for those who want to get to work or for school children who live out with the catchments area.
No further update regarding adoption of roads. 

Bertha Residents Association will contact Perth & Kinross council (various departments) regarding the SUDS pond to see if assistance can be received from them in trying to get Springfield to complete an updated Risk Assessment.  The elected members felt it was appropriate for the Risk Assessment to be revisited as circumstances have changed since the initial Risk Assessment undertaken in 2019.  The grass cutting company appear to creating extra paths around the area with their equipment.
Bertha Park residents are very unhappy with the Factoring Services.  At the last Group meeting it was agreed to escalate a Stage 2 complaint.  When the November AGM meeting took place, the maintenance company confirmed they would attend twice a month, one visit would be free and so far the maintenance company are on occasions only been on site once a month.  Monthly bills are still being issued.  Even with more houses being occupied the fees have not reduced.  It seems a lack of monitoring and control of what subcontractors are doing.  It is believed subcontractors have a portal they upload photographs to evidence to the Factoring company they were on site.

Kingdom Housing Associate representative advised they were employing their own direct work force to maintain their own tenanted properties grounds.  Tenants pay a little extra within their rent for this service.  It was thought that should the Bertha Park Residents Group decide to change factors a discussion could be undertaken in time.
Speeding monitoring tubes have not been installed on Geddes Avenue yet.

ROADS

GB confirmed he spoke with BEAR Scotland and Transport Scotland regarding the installation of green cats eyes indicating where to crossover when leaving A9 to slip road for Redgorton, Luncarty or beyond. Mention was made to the installation of red cats eyes indicating where not to crossover the line.    

The resurfacing on B8063 at Redgorton is programmed for 3 July 2024. This work will require a road closure with traffic being diverted via Luncarty to Newmilne to Letham to Moneydie

(a)      PLANNING UPDATE
Only one planning application submitted for our area which is for an Equestrian Arena at Craighead Farm for own use.
Question arose regarding the 100 houses being built behind Tayview.  This is Phase 4 which received outline planning application in January 2024 on behalf of Wedge Homes.

An oil heating system installation does not need planning permission.  Recently whilst a real smell of oil has been noticed in one a instance.  A report is being prepared for submission to SEPA in due course

11.   COMMUNITY HELP

He was reported to the Police and had been issued with a £500.00 fine by PKC for fly tipping.  Luncarty in Bloom helped with the successful appeal. It is hoped that Greenspace will arrange for the branches to be chipped in due course

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Member of public advised he spoken recently with the Acting Head Mistress of the Primary School who advised she has requested a Risk Assessment relating to the pond in the school grounds, she also thought the rewilding tunnel had spoilt a nice area for the school children to play in.  She mentioned the state of the building and how easy it was for people to climb onto the roof.

The defibrillator at the shop one evening did not have the light on and when investigated it appears a box on top of a unit within the Shop storeroom had switched the unit off.  This was rectified.

It was noted one evening the defibrillator at Taylor’s Salon was not on, this could have been caused by an electrical outage earlier that day experienced by the Salon or could the bin situated by the switch have played a part.
