1.      APOLOGIES
 
Apologies were received from Iain Matheson, John Andrews and the elected members, Councillor Laing; Councillor James and Baillie McLaren.

MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
 
The Minutes of the meeting held on 28 May 2024 were approved, proposed by David Walters and seconded by Moira Hutchison.
3. MATTERS OUTSTANDING
i) The speeding traffic on Westfield is alright at the moment.  Closed - can be reopened if necessary.    
ii) Lunc 102 Path – Due to the ongoing work at the bridge and the diversions in place the muddiness will continue until work is complete. Action:  Carry Forward – GB
iii) Community Wardens – no update from IJ.  It should be noted the Community Wardens are continuing to drive into the school grounds, either stopping for a cigarette before driving off, or drive quickly around the school ground before leaving again without getting out of their vehicle.  

iv) Westfield Gardens, contact was made with PKC regarding gardens in Westfield.  The Housing Team contacted CC asking if the Community Council could assist.  Discussion around this and as many members worked, it would not be possible to assist with this work.

v) Member of public felt the amount of branches stored in the Plainton Wood is becoming dangerous.  If much more is collected, the bottle banks will not be able to be emptied.  Action:  EC

COMMUNITY POLICE UPDATE
 

No representation and no update received from Police Scotland.  

Member of public provided details of an incident he was involved with on Tayview on Sunday 23 June 2024 in the evening regarding a speeding car and an altercation with the driver.  Driver verbally abused and threatened the individual.  An audio recording was made by someone who was nearby at the time of the incident.  It is understood the car in question has no road tax, has an MOT and no insurance. Information has been disclosed to Police.  Individual has not as yet received an update yet from Police.  It was suggested if he had not heard from the Police to contact them again in 7 days requesting an update.  
5. BERTHA PARK 

Bertha Park Residents Group ongoing with the next meeting schedules for next week.  


Bertha Park Suds pond issue is ongoing.  CMcL provided an update regarding Springfield.  The planning department are to contact them direct. 


An Exhibition regarding the proposed design of the new Link Road from Bertha Park to the new bridge is being held in The Hub, Bertha Park on 24 July 2024. The landowner had heard that their may be a proposal for an underpass/crossing to be located near the bus stop at the top of the B9993.  He has if the Bertha Park Residents Group could gauge the views of the community regarding their preference.


In the West Village, the connecting pavements between Draper, Calico and Invictus are being used by vehicles as a short cut between these streets.  This is an area where there are terraced houses whose front door is almost immediately onto the pavements in question, therefore causing a real safety risk.  The issues were raised with Springfield and tactile paving and signage has been installed in order to try and dissuade drivers from using this area.


Community Payback Team completed making a Noticeboard for the area.  Hope to be installed soon.


Bus service is not ideal.  Bus No 34C (covering Stanley, Luncarty etc) is now re-routed into Bertha Park on a Sunday.  It is hoped that once the link road is completed the service might change.

Information previously forwarded to Bertha Park Residents Group from CC Secretary relating to the possibility of setting up a Community Bus Service similar to the Glenfarg Bus. Is a very lengthy process, funding does not seem adequate, and heavily reliant on volunteers.  It is thought this is not going to be a viable option going forward. The inadequate bus service is certainly not doing anything to element environmental issues with so many cars on the road.


EC asked if GD had spoken with someone he knew who might be able to assist us with Webmaster updates.  GD and/a member of public will ask the individual in question.


School children have been eating their lunch in the stairwell of some flats and cutting hair.  Headmaster was advised.  It turns out the person cutting the hair was excluded from the football team for his behaviour.

The pop up Policeperson which was tied to a lamp post – went for holiday for 3 days but was returned to its rightful location.


The ongoing pylon work being conduction by SSE caused the playground to be closed.  The liaison officer is on holiday and it is hoped a form of compensation is negotiated for the area.

ROADS
No update regarding a Bus Stop on the southbound section of the A9. 


Member of public asked if speed bumps could be installed between Marshall Way/Hatton Road, it should be noted installation of speed bumps are not as common as they were.  Maybe an alternative be considered to calm speeding.  Chairman asked is anyone knew who owned Tayview, member of public advised it was a Council adopted road, however dispute over the verges.  The street lighting is dimmed by the fact the branches are covering it as well as the leaves.  Action:  GB to take forward.

The lorries up and down Scarth Road for BAM/Balfour Beatty.  The road is not designed for these large lorries as it has no pavements and a sharp bend.  The Balfour Beatty lorries have access to a water bowser where their vehicles are washed on the way in and way out so as not to contaminate anything. 


Luncarty really has only one road in and one road out.

Member of public advised that in Fire and Edinburgh they were putting down pesticides as it was cheaper than having to sort the pavements and roads after the weeds caused issues.
