MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
 
The 23 March 2024 were approved, proposed by Iain Matheson and seconded by Moira Hutchison.
3. MATTERS OUTSTANDING
i) Westfield Traffic - currently alright.  Ongoing
ii) Lunc 102 Path – Short discussion regarding state of temporary diversion in certain areas as some parts have had work done with different types of stones being laid.  Other sections very difficult for cycling and/or walking due to another type of stone which was used. Not suitable for road bikes only mountain bikes. Signposting is not at all good, some signs are only laminated and deteriorating due to the weather and facing wrong direction.  IJ advised budgets have an impact on all of these issues. It should be noted this is a temporary measure and is likely to continue like this until the whole job is completed in Spring 2025.    Action:  GB

COMMUNITY POLICE UPDATE
 

No representation and no update received from Police Scotland.  

Member of public advised Community Wardens visited the school on Friday and Saturday evenings and had noted they do not get out of their car or walk around the perimeter of the building.   Action:  IJ to take this forward.

Youth Club and Bertha Blethers are continuing.   Bertha Bairns up and running.
More give way road marking have been laid down in Draper/Consul/Calico which improves road safety.
Factoring work quality has improved and workmen are attending when they should - so far!
New bus timetable released - still a poor service throughout the day but at least buses which will allow residents to and from work.

ROADS

It was noted work has been completed for the installation of green cats eyes to show where to leave the A9.  Red cats eyes have also been installed showing where not to crossover.  This is now consistent with other junctions on A9.

Member of public asked what was happening regarding the lack of bus shelter(s) at Denmarkfield, especially on the south side of the A9.  It was confirmed some ago a bus shelter would not be erected.  It may be worthwhile asking again.  Action:  GB 

It was noted certain bus are departing early from time to time.

(a)      PLANNING UPDATE
A retrospective application has been submitted at Craighead Farm relating to a Bothy and a Jetty for their own use.  This planning application was submitted after the equestrian arena one was submitted.
It was noted a possible planning application will likely be submitted by Luncarty Football Club in time for the installation of floodlights, and a car park and a training pitch.  A search for suitable land is currently been undertaken.   
(b) TREASURERS REPORT
The bank account balance is £590.17.
MH to investigate again what is required to ensure George Black, Chairman is added as a signatory for the Community Council bank account.  It was noted by a member of the public who is involved in another group, this took a very long time for this to be implemented.

11.    ANY OTHER BUSINESS

The Community Council would like to express their thanks to Green Space, Perth & Kinross Council and to BAM Nuttall for the reinstatement of the steps into Langlands Park (opposite the shop).

Member of public expressed concerns regarding the mess around the allotments between the deer fence, the use of plastics everywhere and whilst not all allotments have been taken up - thinks the whole area is a mess now compared to the tranquil area it used to be.  This is all private land.  

IJ advised funding for such things as Luncarty in Bloom will be less than usual this financial year in accordance with Council budgetary decisions.  


Stanley Community Council is being reinstated with their first meeting taking place on 13 May 2024 in the Village Hall.  


Short discussion relating to wood burners.  It was noted planning will not allow their installation in new build homes although this could be problematic in certain rural areas where electricity is not reliable from time to time.  Mention was made of some homeowners using wood which is not property dried.


Mention made to the parking at Langlands Park when the children are playing football or training.  Lines near the roundabout were ruled out initially as the road is wide enough for 3 vehicles.


The Community Council meeting in June will be held in Bertha Park.  EC to chase up invoice for hire of hall for March meeting.
