1.      APOLOGIES

2. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
 
The January minutes were approved subject to the deletion of one of the paragraphs under Core Paths.  January meeting was proposed by GB and seconded by FS.  February Minutes proposed by JB and seconded by GB.

3. MATTERS OUTSTANDING
i) JB advised he had received a response from Daryl McKeown, PKC Roads departing advising a Puffin Crossing would liking be installed during 2022/23 financial year and had suggested a site meeting.  Date to be arranged in due course.  No progress regarding 40 mph and temporary 20 mph would now lapse.  .  

ii) EC advised the wet leaves on the Planton Path had been dealt with my member of the public.  This matter is now closed.

4.     COMMUNITY POLICE UPDATE
 

No Police representation due to the Police being unable to access Zoom.  JB had contacted PC J Longdon who advised two crimes locally, one in the Moneydie area – an assault to injury between two individuals known to each other.  A theft was reported from an address in Luncarty, again two known associates.

A reminder due to the high price of heating oil to ensure all tanks property secured and be vigilant especially if using red diesel.

PRESENTATION/TALK RE DUNKELD ROAD TRANSPORT CORRIDOR


GB advised he received notification this presentation was cancelled.  He requested email update and was advised no real update relating to the frameworks on the edge of city concept design/consultations ongoing at the moment.  It is hoped a Presentation would be presented in either April or May 2022.

(a)      PLANNING UPDATE
No planning application for this area since last meeting.  IM advised Community Council submitted an objection to PKC regarding Kinvaid application.  As yet no decision has been made by Perth & Kinross Council regarding the application.
(b) TREASURERS REPORT
After payment of the year’s Zoom costs - £550.36 in the bank.  
7.      CTLR
GB confirmed he drafted a letter after the last meeting which was sent by mail and email to Jenny Gilruth MSP regarding the grade of crossing on the A9 to which no response has been received yet.

It was noted a public meeting was held in Memorial Hall on from the Design Presentation Team.  Short discussion around the public meeting which was well attended.  It was noted phases of the development would be drivable in two years time.  Member of public thought the idea of the Core Path being re-aligned and a bit more separated from the A9 was better for walking or cycling along. 

AG advised the CTLR Health Impact Assessment Survey had not been dealt with correctly by Perth & Kinross council in particular as this was part of a legal requirement.  

JA advised he had not received any information as to when the Reporter was to see all 16 Objectors in relation to the closing of a Core Path at Denmarkfield.  JA will update as and when.
8. ACTIVE TRAVEL ROUTE
FS provided an update regarding the Active Travel Route - it was hoped to publish the outline concept design by end of March 2022, showing the planned route. The design document will be available on the Perth & Kinross Countryside Trust website. The updated design has no change to the route in the Luncarty area, however there is a change on the southern side of Stanley, which is part of the Stanley Community Council area. 

JA advised he had attended a PKC Access Forum Meeting with various organisations regarding proposals and it was agreed to keep talking and meet again to try to work out the various sticking points.

9. ROADS
GL reminded everyone to report all defects either on the Council portal or telephone 01738 475000 and a case number would be issued either way to ensure the issue can be tracked if necessary.   

Member of public advised Main Road, Redgorton had been patched fairly quickly after it was logged – within 10 days.  He was unsure if the patches were permanent or temporary.  GL advised patching repairs should be permanent repairs first time.  Action:  GL to check if permanent repairs.
10. CORRESPONDENCE
Very little correspondence received relating to our area.  
11.      CORE PATHS
GB made mention of the Cramflat press issue stressing it was not the CC’s position on the path’s position as the occupier had complained.  We received a report via JA in February.  GL asked GB who the named officer with in the Council was, and confirmed the individual was a Planning Officer not an Enforcement Officer. 
During this discussion it was noted a GL raised the issue of the quarry on A9 as he thought it should have been closed down.  Whist initially planning had been granted when Bankfoot Community Council was in existence.  Councillor James thought a small extension had been applied for until works complete at the Dunkeld Section.  Action:  GL to check this out as he was unsure of the legal issues.
10.   ANY OTHER BUSINESS

FS provided an update regarding the Strathtay Action Partnership advising grants have been issued locally for Youth disability football and the Luncarteenies in the latest round.

Member of the public asked if Stagecoach bus routes had been rerouted or changed as buses were on the Redgorton to Pitcairngreen road a lot.  EC advised she had not heard any buses had been re-routed but could be a route used for training purposes.  She was aware a many of new drivers employed recently.  Action:  EC to check if Stagecoach had re-routed any of their routes.

GB advised he had received notification from BAM Nuttal who has agreed to fund a second defibrillator, location undecided yet.  Unsure if they would fund the whole thing or if UKHearts would provide a donation of £300.00.

The barbed fencing at the Denmarkfield rewilding has been reconsidered and the barbs were to be removed from the bottom of the fencing.  


Member of public brought up Langlands Park and what was happening regarding the water at the playing area for children.  It was confirmed the water was not foul water but water which ran down from the wooded areas.  Action:  GL to obtain an update.

It was noted the steps from the road opposite the shop were also blocked off for nearly a year and asked when they maybe required.  Same member of public advised this had been surveyed before Christmas and saw someone in attendance more recently.  The football ground also requires to be earth quaked as the ground was so compacted.  Action:  GL to take forward.


Suggestion was made by GL to see what Community Benefits could be obtained from CTLR build. Two suggestions were made the Tennis Court and Memorial Hall.  It was noted PKC owned the Memorial Hall and this would prove unsuitable for funding unless it was handed over as a Community Asset. 

MH advised when she was out walking noticed some trees were painted L or M asked if anyone knew the meaning of this.  It was thought L was low risk but unsure if M meant medium risk or Maximum risk.


Member of public asked who owned the old road.  This is private land owned by I & H Brown.


Member of public advised whilst trees were taken down in this area, trees were replaced but not near the A9.
