1.      APOLOGIES

MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

3. MATTERS OUTSTANDING
          i) Lunc 102 Path -  It was advised by the BAM representative in attendance it 
 was hoped that the path would be reopened on its new line by the end of


 October.

          ii) Community Wardens  -  Members present reported that the wardens had


been seen on recent occasions, but did not appear to have been any more


pro-active than previously.
iii) Bus Shelters GB reported that he had now received assurances that new

bus shelters will shortly be provided on both sides of the A9.
iv) Branches near Memorial Hall – have now been removed.
v) Gardens in Westfield – the condition of both gardens are now much

improved.
vi) Children’s play park GB reported that work was now in hand to relocate

the play park to another area of Langlands nearer to Marshall Way
vii) Mud on road to Hatton -  CMcL was keen to follow this up and asked in future if matters relating to farming could be raised with her in the first instance.

COMMUNITY POLICE UPDATE
 

Two officers attended and explained that, due to the huge size of the area

they cover, it is very difficult for them to attend frequently. However they were

able to confirm there had been very few problems in the Luncarty area, one local individual had been apprehended. They emphasized they relied heavily on the local community for help and informing them of problems and encouraged people to contact them by using their e-mail address:  taysidestrathtaycpt@scotland.police.uk .  It was agreed that this should be placed on the Council’s Notice board and also on the Facebook page.
5. BAM UPDATE

A short presentation on progress with the CTLR was given by a representative

of BAM and another from the Perth &  Kinross Council’s Roads Department.
Questions were raised about the progress on the cycle path which will follow

the former line of the A9. There was much discussion about the desire for bridge to be installed over the A9 at the Redgorton bus stops, but it was

explained that this decision lies entirely in the hands of Transport Scotland. 
It was reported the souterrain that had been excavated from the Iron Age fort at

Broxy would be reconstructed in the landscaped area near the cycle path.

6. BERTHA PARK 
            It was reported that Springfield had done some work at the SUDS pond in an

          attempt to make this safer, but residents did not feel that this has helped very

          much.  A new firm had been appointed to take over the work of the factors. It

          remains to be seen how much difference this will make.
7. ROADS

GB reported on his ongoing attempts to persuade Transport Scotland to

provide a bridge over the A9 near the Redgorton bus stops. He had been in

touch with John Swinney, who seemed concerned. He would continue to

pursue this with some determination.

   MH reported that the bank account balance is £472.45 and that a small

               amount of interest is now being paid.

10.
CORE PATH

JA referred to an application that has been made to Perth and Kinross Council

to divert the core path that at present crosses the farmyard at Cramflat Farm.

Negotiations between the owners and PKC officers are currently taking place

and it is anticipated that the Community Council will be consulted on this

shortly.

11.   ANY OTHER BUSINESS

GB reported that he had been following up with PKC regarding the lengthy delay in repairing the railway bridge. It was mentioned by several members present that this is not only a matter of unsightliness, but is also very dangerous because it requires two crossings of the road where visibility is poor and vehicles travel very quickly.  CMcL shared in the concerns about this and would support the request for more urgent action.
Complaints had been received about the dirty condition of the Luncarty War

Memorial – Action CMcL would contact Councillor Chris Ahern who is the Forces Liaison
GB expressed serious concern about what was in his view a dangerously distracting new neon sign recently installed near Inveralmond roundabout. CMcL supported him in this and would follow it up in the appropriate quarter.
One piece of correspondence relating to the overgrown hedges along the main road.  Discussion around the excess growing conditions - rain and sun and potential nesting birds.
